John Clifford School Governing Body

A school governing body is responsible for the strategic management of the school. Our governing body consists of 18 members:

· 6 parent governors

· 4 community governors

· 4 local authority governors

· 4 staff governors including the Headteacher

The full governing body meets once a term and has a set agenda. There is a chair of governors (Anita Hughes – parent governor) and a vice chair (Louise Williams – parent governor). 

In addition to the full governing board, there are three sub-committees that governors can chose to be part of. The three committees discuss different aspects of the school, and each have a chair that takes the meetings. 

· The Finance and General Purpose Committee (Chair: Ian Mitchell – community governor) – deals with all aspects of finance and budget, as well as buildings, health and safety.

· Pupils and Personnel Committee (Chair: Anita Hughes – parent governor) – deals with all elements in relation to pupils and staffing.

· Strategic Development Committee (Tamzin Ritchie – parent governor) – deals with all aspects of curriculum development.

The sub-committees currently meet every half term and discuss issues that arise and make recommendations to the full governing board.

All governor meetings take place in the evening.

Governors are given the opportunity to become a link governor to a particular area or aspect of the school. Please see link governor information for more detail.
